Medals of Honor have been awarded. These heroes are our own
unique Knights of the Round Table, men of immense loyalty and
patriotism who risked their lives in the defense of freedom, and now
continue to give of their lives to promote patriotism and inspire other
Americans in the spirit of sacrifice and service.

Since the beginning of World War Il only 844 soldiers, sailors,
Marines, and airmen have been awarded the Medal of Honor.

On Veterans
Day 2006, when Patriot Calendar became available, only 118 of these
TRUE heroes remained. To these heroes, who serve to remind us of
ALL the men and women who have risked and given all to secure the
blessings of liberty, we dedicate this calendar.
